challenges in the eMalahleni Local Municipality, Mpumalanga, next week when he will be performing a sod-turning 

ceremony to launch about 1500 housing units project to be delivered through the Informal Settlement Upgrade 

Programme in the municipality for this financial year.  

It is envisaged that the development will eradicate informal settlements in and around the local municipality and alleviate 

the housing backlog. On the day MEC Mashilo will also officially handover the Klarinet Community Hall as well as 1300 

title deeds to beneficiaries from Steve Tshwete, Victor Khanye, Emakhazeni and eMalahleni Local Municipalities.

Department committed R1.3 billion budget to construct for this financial 

year; 8 620 houses, service 7 466 stands/sites, deliver 100 Community Residential Units, six community halls and child 

care centers in the Province.
